 Burr...Freezing temperatures finally arrived in late December after one of the mildest autumns in 
over 20 years.  For one of those nights I had to drag out an extra heater to keep temperatures in the green-
house from falling below 50 degrees.  Fortunately for our electric bill, there were only 3 really cold nights, 
but tender plants outside were toast.  It looks like we will have more up and down temperature changes 
through the rest of the winter, so be prepared. 
 
Currently Iôm only watering and fertilizing (at half strength) once a week.  As the days get longer again, Iôve 
noticed the orchids responding with new growth.  I havenôt begun repotting yet and will probably wait anoth-
er month.  Iôve heard that some folks are almost finished with that chore.  Keep an eye out for critters that 
have been hiding in your plants.  They can multiply rapidly, so catch them early.  A small spray bottle with 
insecticide or isopropyl alcohol for spot treatment is a good idea, and for fungal problems a cinnamon shak-
er is good to have on hand. Good air circulation and not watering on cold days can go a long way in pre-
venting fungal problems from developing. 
 
This has been an unusual year for many of my orchids.  Those that bloom in the early fall are open now, 
and others that flower in the spring are blooming already.  Two in the vandaceous group - Vanda Arawan 
óEvelynô AM/AOS and an Aerides óNo Nameô - are in flower.  Usually they bloom in September or October.  
My Epidendrum stanfordianum aureum has two spikes; it has always opened in April.  Even the Bletia stria-
ta which is planted outside next to the greenhouse has new growth with pink spikes opening in December.  
Even though I covered them during the freeze, they are now brown.  Hopefully, more will wait until winter is 
over. 
 
The phalaenopsis have been behaving normally.  Most of them are in spike and a few are blooming al-
ready.  Now that they have been staked, the trick will be to keep from breaking the spikes when I water!  
Some paphiopedilums are spiking now and a few like  Paph. Rory Jones and Jean Brice are already flower-
ing. There are buds on the nobile dendrobiums, but I havenôt seen any on the deciduous dendrobiums yet.  
The cymbidiums have spikes now and one - Cym. Ming óPagodaô -  has 3 spikes of yellow blooms.  Cattle-
yas have been in flower off and on since fall, although Iôve had fewer flowers than in past years.  Could it be 
my care, more cloudy days, or the extra warm autumn?  Ah, the mystery of orchid growing. 
 
Other orchids in bloom now include C. percivaliana (lavender), C. trianaei (lavender), C. Orglades 
óGrandô (white/pink lip), minatures Epc. Siam Jade (green/ white lip) and Epc. Green Veil (green/pink lip), 
Diplocaulobium kirchianum (white/yellow striations in lip), Paph. Small World (white/ mahogany/ green), and 
Dendrochilum cobbianum (small lemon yellow flowers on  12-18 inch pendulous stems).
