RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. This show will be governed by the A.O.S. Handbook on Judging and Exhibition 11th Edition.  Other rules deemed necessary may be made by the Show Committee.
2. Exhibitors may start setting up at 9:30 a.m. on Friday, October 20.  Registrations must be completed by  2:00 p.m.  Changes and deletions must be submitted by 3:30 p.m. and Exhibits finished by 4:30 p.m. FRIDAY or THE EXHIBIT WILL NOT BE JUDGED.
3. All vehicles must be unloaded promptly and removed to the assigned parking area.
4. It is requested that exhibitors follow the show theme in some manner.
5. SPACE NUMBERS will be prominently displayed in each exhibit space prior to set up time. THEY MUST REMAIN UNTIL AFTER JUDGING.
6. Exhibit identification signs will be placed by Gainesville Orchid Society after judging is finished.
7. No artificial flowers, foliage or grass. NO WATER may be used in any exhibit.
8. A limited number of background plants will be furnished only for society exhibits.  Please bring greenery necessary for your exhibit.
9. All orchids must be correctly and clearly labeled.

10. Electronic entry registration forms will be emailed to society representatives within two weeks prior to the show.
11. Hybrid plants must show names of both parents on electronic entry registration forms and previous awards of plants should be listed.
12. An exhibitor may not enter more than 3 plants in a class.  Plants may only be listed in one class except: Florida native orchid species (double entry), or seedlings blooming for the first time (double entry) or miniatures (double entry). Seedling classes DO NOT include first bloom meristems.

13. Completed forms should be electronically turned in with proper classifications BY THE THURSDAY before the show.  Proper classification of plants lies with the exhibitor.
14. ALL PERSONS entering plants in the show agree to accept any American Orchid Society awards granted and to PAY THE ASSOCIATED AWARDS FEES TO A.O.S unless otherwise indicated in writing TO THE SHOW COMMITTEE.  Gainesville Orchid Society agrees to pay any photography fees incurred with the award except personal requests.

15. Judges have the right to award or withhold any scheduled award and to subdivide Classes when deemed necessary.  Judges may reclassify improperly classified entries, at their discretion, or they may disqualify such entries where reclassification is impractical.  All such decisions of the Judges are final.
16. Gainesville Orchid Society will not be responsible for damage or theft of plants, but the Society will take reasonable precautions to ensure their safety.

17. Judges must sign all RIBBONS, ENTRY SHEETS AND TROPHY SHEETS before turning them over to the chairman (Clerks please note).

18. All trophies are open to all exhibitors in this show.
